• 	Bright aromas of fresh cherries mingle with notes 
of thyme and a subtle smoky character. Bright acid 
structure providing a lively quality

• 	Cranberry, raspberry, and red cherry dominate 
with hints of leather, cedar, and cocoa powder. 
Some earthiness in the finish and ripe soft tannins
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
